The impact may be to state expenditures, revenues, positions, or full-time equivalent positions (FTE).  A financial effect on units of local government is also a fiscal impact.

Enter "none" or "not applicable" if that is the case.  An original signed copy must accompany the legislative concept.  File an amended fiscal impact when needed due to changes to impacts, to the legislative concept, or to its bill.  

· Budgets:  Estimated fiscal impacts must be included in your 2009-11 agency budget request for all your approved legislative concepts.

· Fees:  Answer whether this concept would increase a fee or assessment.  If yes, you must attach form 107BF22 providing detailed information on the fee increase.  Attach required narrative (see form instructions).  Explain whether the agency can make the change by rule, or if legislation is required.

· Unfunded Mandates:  Legislation (and rules) must comply with Article XI, Section 15 of the Oregon Constitution.  It requires the state pay costs of new or added tasks that the state requires of local governments (or must make the tasks optional or provide for a local fee). · Attach Details and Supporting Information:  Attach supporting information as needed to describe or explain the fiscal impact of the concept.  Explain the assumptions used for estimates.  Discuss how the concept affects any organizations.  Does it require reorganization?  A change of agency priorities?  Does it increase or reduce regulation?  Improve service or communications can be included in this section.
