I.  Target Setting Protocol, v.5 (doc, 1 page)

Assessment Committee recommends approval to the board.

II. Proposed Ranking Protocol (xls, 1 page)

Committee suggestions:

· Add target; state why they are for 2005 and 2010.

· Remove target ranges (too confusing).
III. Benchmark Update Action Items 9/19/06 (xls, 4 pages)

· #1 – Employment in Rural Oregon 
Staff suggestion: reword to “Percent of Oregon non-farm wage and salary jobs outside the I-5 corridor and Deschutes County.”   Committee response: 

· Make sure the benchmark wording follows the data. 

· Don’t include Deschutes County outside of Bend.

· #3 – New Employers 
Staff suggestion: add part b: “percent of new firms that are in high-wage industries.” Committee response: the number of high wage jobs is more important than the number of high-wage firms. Decision: Put off until Oregon Shines III; do not pursue at this time.

· #15 – Unemployment 

Survey respondents noted that the change of Oregon’s unemployment over time is as important as its relationship to the U.S. 
Staff suggestion: add part a: “annual rate” Committee agrees and will recommend to the board for approval. 

· #43 – HIV 

Staff suggestion: minor reword to be consistent with data and stratify by the rate (part b would not be included in the County Data Book, or maybe only included for the urban counties).  New wording: New HIV infections in Oregonians aged 13 and over by year of initial diagnosis: a. number; b. rater per 100,000. Committee approves and will recommend to the board.  



IV. Legislative Briefing Draft v.3
Committee suggestions:

· Expand Using Performance Data section and put at the beginning; move bureaucratic stuff to end (guidelines, background).

· Consolidate and simplify. Shorten the Criteria section.
· Note that budgetary allocations are linked to KPM outcomes.
· In Using Performance Data, note how we want the governor to use it and manage with it

Rita will redraft and send to Senator Schrader for review. 
V.  OSIII Discussion Paper:

Committee suggestions/comments:
· Simplify

· Consider combining strategy & implementation teams (they need to know what each other is doing).

· Hold the goals and vision constant; change the “how are we getting there” piece.
· Goal of OSIII is not to produce a report, but to put a system in place to achieve the goals
· Sustainability Impact Statements – rethink who will drive that
· Analysis is guts of the job.

· Oregon Shines evolution

· OSI = we are knowledge, not resource-based economy

· OSII= we confirmed that

· OSIII = we haven't performed. Why not? (Sen. Schrader pushed back some on this because the Legislature has been trying to fund the right things.)
