What makes Oregon so special? In what areas do you think the state could improve? 

Your input in an online survey can help the Oregon Progress Board know how to best measure Oregon’s quality of life. The survey is about the Oregon Benchmarks, which are 90 measures of Oregon’s progress in: 1) economy, 2) education, 3) civic engagement, 4) social support, 5) public safety, 6) community development and 7) environment. Oregon, which adopted its initial benchmarks in 1990, is well known as the first state in the nation to adopt a set of “tell-it-like-it-is” societal measures.

Benchmarks assess how the state is progressing towards its 20-year strategic vision called Oregon Shines and its three goals: 1) quality jobs for all Oregonians, 2) safe, caring and engaged communities and 3) healthy, sustainable surroundings.
